EOC site as well.  Lastly, have a financial plan for your business pertaining to:
•  Adequate reserves: should your business be non-operational for a short period of time
•  Access to capital: have a line of credit set up with your bank; ensure you are set up for online banking as well
•  Plan for staff: evacuation plans, contact info, payroll advances (if/as needed/permitted)

On a happier note, just last week your chamber board was honored to present and award ten (10), $1,000 scholarships 
to MHS graduates, one of which was specifically awarded to a graduate going into a trade.  The board also awarded $5,000 
in continuing education grants to business-members. Additionally, the Board donated $1,000 to FIRM to continue their efforts 
in keeping wind insurance rates down, as well as another $1,000 to our MHS football program.
